When at Carding Mill Valley, children will carry out a range of
field work activities as well as looking at the differences be-
tween Wolverhampton and Carding Mill Valley.

Art and Design

Children will study the work of David
Hockney. They will identify features of
his artwork and create their own ver-
sions using paint. They will develop
their understanding of a foreground
and background as well as the sizes of
these, They will learn how to mix paints to
create secondary colours and will under-
stand that different brushes create differ-
ent thickness of lines.
