English 

Key text for this half term: 
Secrets of a Sun King by 
Emma Carroll. 

WriƟng focus: an informaƟon text about life in 
Ancient Egypt.  
Our reading week develops the following skills 
Lesson 1: vocabulary and retrieval. 
Lesson 2: retrieval, ordering and summarizing. 
Lesson 3 and 4 inference. 
Lesson 5: language and inference.  
We are always focusing on developing children’s 
fluency when reading aloud.  
Ideas for support at home: 
· Read regularly with your child. Read to 

them so that they can hear what good 
reading sounds like and get them to read 
aloud to you. 

· IdenƟfy effecƟve vocabulary and think of 
synonyms (other words which mean the 
same) 

· Discuss how the characters are feeling and 
how you know. 

· Discuss what characters are like and get 
children to idenƟfy the evidence.  

· Ask them to summarise what they have 
read independently.  

 

Maths 

MulƟplicaƟon and Division  
Secure fluency in mulƟplicaƟon table facts, and correspond‐
ing division facts, through conƟnued pracƟce for tables up 
to 12 x 12 through conƟnued pracƟce. 
MulƟply and divide whole numbers by 10,100 and 1000. 
Understand this as equivalent to making a number 10 or 
100 Ɵmes the size. 
IdenƟfy and find mulƟples /factors of posiƟve, whole num‐
bers.  
Establish prime numbers 
IdenƟfy and understand squared and cubed numbers. 
Perimeter and Area 
Measure and calculate the perimeter of 2D shapes.  
Recognise squared numbers. 
Understand that area can be calculated using squared num‐
bers. 
Calculate and compare the area of rectangles.  
EsƟmate the area of irregular shapes.  
 
Ideas for support at home 
· Keep pracƟcing your child’s Ɵmestables up to 12 x 

12 (TT Rockstars will help with this). 
· PracƟce key facts for short bursts of Ɵme. 
· Carry out pracƟcal acƟviƟes e.g. cooking or using 

cash in shops to get children to pracƟce their mental 
calculaƟons. 

· Look for shapes and angles in real life contexts.

Science 

Our topic this half term is Forces. 
During this topic, children will be taught to: 
· IdenƟfy forces and understand that unsupported 

objects fall towards the Earth because of the 
force of gravity acƟng between the Earth and the 
falling object.  

· IdenƟfy the effects of fricƟon 
· Recognise that some mechanisms, including lev‐

ers, pulleys and gears, allow a small force to have 
a great affect.

· Look up some quick and easy experiments on 

BBC bitesize to try at home.  
· Research a force and present your informaƟon 

and how and when it occurs in an interesƟng 
way. 

· Look at the way different things float depending 
on their size and material. 

· Create a boat using different materials and test 
them in water.  



RHE Jigsaw 
CelebraƟng difference 
In this unit children will think about what 
makes us  culturally diverse society, and why 
it is important that we celebrate our differences and that we are not all 
the same. They will talk about the rights and responsibiliƟes within the 
class, school and wider community in ensuring that our cultural diversity is 
promoted and supported. They learn about bullying, IdenƟfying some 
strategies to encourage children who use bullying behaviours to make 
other choices, as well as be able to support children who are being bul-
lied.   
 
Support your child at home by discussing their goals and regularly giving 
them opportuniƟes to talk about any challenges. Look for examples of 
diversity e.g. different foods, cultures, celebraƟons.

In this unit, the children will learn and develop shapes and 
circles and create sequences and movement with these 
through partnering and artistry. 

CompuƟng 
CreaƟng Media 
Children develop their understanding 
of recording systems (e.g. video cameras) and how media is 
created. They will learn a variety of filming techniques, and 
learn how to plan before creaƟng a piece of media, using a 
storyboard. Learners discover how to import and export 
video and how to evaluate our videos.  
 
Talk to your child at home about sharing media on the in‐
ternet safely, including the permanency of a digital foot‐
print.
